Components of a Safer Clinical Supervision Contract Agreements

The agreement with your supervisor should include the following:

1. Supervisees name and signature;
2. You are not providing oversight for specific program services, specific clients or specific forms of counseling;
3. You are not providing clinical oversight for services, therefore are not liable for the supervisee’s clinical errors (omission or commission);
4. You are providing clinical consultation on skill development and informed clinical techniques related to typical clinical scenarios;
5. You are providing training for clinical practice skills;
6. Since you are not providing case specific clinical supervision or oversight, no names or other identifying information will be included in discussion;
7. You will provide information, skills practice, advice and opinions about typical and atypical clinical situations but not on specific cases;
8. You will require the supervisee to provide you with up-dated face sheets for their own clinical professional liability insurance coverage;
9. The supervisee agrees to indemnify you and hold you harmless in any future complaint or liability action against the supervisee;
10. The supervisee, you and your supervisor sign and date the agreement.
